Darwin Project- Submission Guidelines
This competition requires you to create an original piece of artwork which can be applied to one of the garments in our current collection. The collection presently includes party dresses, sweet summer dresses, t shirts, silk scarves and a wide range of jersey pieces.
Following the success of the floral project we are continuing with a natural theme. Take inspiration from the natural evolving world of birds, animals, plant and marine life. Animal prints have always been a fashion favourite but often re-emerge with little or no development. We want to see how animal prints can evolve into something new and fresh whilst retaining their natural beauty. 
Consider Darwin’s discovery of evolution by natural selection and how your design can and must evolve if it’s going to survive the process of natural selection. Consider his voyage on the HMS Beagle through Patagonia, the Galapagos Islands, Australia and South Africa. Your design may come from a detailed botanical study or could be derived from a free and more “wild” expression. Either way, with a theme as broad as this you certainly have a vast pallet of form and colour to work with.
When designing your print you may find it useful to look at the work of designers such as Roberto Cavalli, Mathew Williamson, Hermes, and Alexander McQueen, amongst many others. You may also find a trip to the natural history museum a good place of inspiration.
Your design should be a placement print or an all over print (see examples below). You don’t need to worry about illustrating your design on a garment, you simply submit the artwork itself and we’ll decide which piece it best suits. You are free to submit as many designs as you wish.
If you are using Photoshop, please try not to over use the various filters as they can give your work a very unnatural feel. Also avoid the over use of mirroring techniques as this leads to rather stale design. Try to consider scale and composition in relation to the female form.

The highest ranking designs will be shortlisted for a prize. Designs can be rated on the site for two weeks after submission and can be selected as a winner anytime after that. Winners will ultimately be selected for originality of design, creative flare and a high quality of illustration. 

Create your Design

Designs may be created by any method you wish. Feel free to experiment with drawing, painting, photography, or digital media. If you are using a raster programme such as Photoshop you must create your design in actual size of at least 300dpi. Once you have done this save a copy of your design as a GIF or JPEG. Be sure to keep the full high resolution original safe as you will be required to submit this to us in the event that you are selected as a winner. If you are selected as a winner and have created your entry by hand, you will be required to provide us with a high resolution scan of the design.



Submission Images (to be uploaded on the site)

Your submission image is your competition entry and for the purposes of displaying your design to the Beta Fashion community. To display correctly on the site your images will need to be uploaded in a specific format (see below). Remember to keep the full size original safe.

1) Large Preview – This file MUST be 640X640pixel JPEG or GIF, under 250kb
2) Small Preview - This file MUST be 150X150 JPEG or GIF, under 50kb

Submission Image Examples (not to scale, for illustrative purposes only)

 All Over Print - (below example is not to scale) An all over or repeating print is an artwork that is either large enough to cover the entire garment, or is made so that it can be repeated across the length of the fabric. Either way you must bear in mind that your design must be able to cover the whole garment. If you send in a repeating art work you only have to send in a section of it. You don’t have to show it in full repeat.  
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Reasons for Declining a Submission

From time to time we may decline a submission for the following reasons;

Original Work
Submitted designs must be your original work and must not have been used commercially elsewhere. For more information on the legal terms and conditions of design submission please go to www.betafashion.com/termsandconditions.aspx

Missing Files
If any of the mandatory files (see above) are missing from the submission we will request you send
them to us. If you fail to provide them then your submission will be rejected.


Submission needs work
We may feel that some submissions are not of a high enough standard to have a realistic chance of
winning a competition. In this event we may decline entry and request that it is given more time and work to get it up to standard.

Duplicate
We do not accept resubmissions of designs or multiple colour variations of the same design.

Inappropriate Design
We don’t need to explain to you what this means! The fashion world has always pushed social
boundaries, but nothing too explicit or offensive please!
